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ABSTRACT

The international cooperation activities in Beijing Climate Center (BCC) about the implementation of Regional Climate Center (RCC) in RAII are:

· International collaboration research on climate monitoring, diagnosis and prediction, climate variability and climate change as well as climate impact assessment. BCC has cooperation with institutions in more than 30 countries all over the world. 

· International workshops and seminars. Two sessions of Forum on Climate Monitoring, Assessment and Prediction in RAII (Asia) were held in Beijing in conjunction with the comprehensive consultations on seasonal to inter-annual (SI) scale climate tendency predictions for the RAII region. This forum was a useful experience in gathering world climatologists together to jointly make climate forecasts and to discuss climate application with end-users. Other international collaborative activities took place in China included the International Seminar on Climate System and Climate Change (ISCS), the International Symposium on Climate-Eco-environment and Sustainable Development, and the Workshop on Monsoon System and Regional Climate Modeling, to name a few. All these activities contributed to the improvement of both research and operational skills not only at BCC, but also other institutions in Asia. 

· Network for using SI forecast products is set up between BCC and the provincial meteorological agencies in China, Korea, Pakistan and Nepal in Asian region and CIFEN in South America. Other institutions in Africa also use BCC’s climate products. The network welcomes more institutions to participate and contribute. 

· Training and international visiting scholar exchanges. In order to introduce and train talents and NMHSs staffs from developing countries, and help improving the abilities of other Asian countries to adapt climate change, BCC had accepted international visiting scholars since 2005. In addition, BCC provided training courses to the RAII NMHSs’ staffs routinely on SI forecast methods and products, interpretation and application of dynamical climate model products and numerical simulation technology on wind energy resource assessment. 

· The WMO East Asian Monsoon Activity Center and the WMO Global Producing Center for Long-Range Forecast (GPC-LRF) was approved. These centers will organize and coordinate more and more activities on climate prediction research and services, as well as East Asian Monsoon research.
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
