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ABSTRACT

Public service of climate information from KMA will be introduced.  Main topics in this presentation are climate data service, long-range forecast and industrial meteorology information. 
Climate Bureau, KMA, has four divisions.  Those are Climate policy division, which is in charge of administration and international cooperation, Climate prediction division, which is in charge of long-range forecast, Meteorological industry promotion division, which is in charge of application of climate information and support for meteorological industry in Korea, and Climate data team, which is in charge of climate data management and service.  

Historical dataset, daily and monthly, over Korea are digitized and served to the public through free access website.  Those climate data are routinely updated after relevant quality control.  
CPD/KMA issues one-month forecast every third day of the decade, three-month forecast, every 23rd day of the month, and six-month forecast on 23rd day of May and November.  Special outlooks on Asian dust, Typhoon and Changma are also available.  Those forecasts are made based on the multi-model ensemble prediction method in cooperation with APCC and other Korean institutes. Meeting for “El Nino related disaster relief” are held quarterly to share climate information, including LRF, recent climate & trend review and El Nino/La Nina information with governmental agencies and meteorological industries.  This meeting helps them to take countermeasure against possible climate related disasters.  Not only the official LRF but also LRF model products are made available through the KMA website. 
Industrial meteorology information is served through website, too, which is called the “Industrial Meteorology Information Hub”.  All kinds of tailored information for agriculture, fisheries, construction, energy, leisure, transportation and communication industries and health, energy and fire information for public are easily available at the website. 
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
