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Himawari - 8 is already providing access to unprecedented EO data from space. When
combined with the capabilities of Low Earth Orbit satellites, this opens up possibilities for a
wide range of new applications and information services, to support highly dynamic
monitoring of land, ocean, and atmosphere processes and disasters, and integrated
applications of GEO and LEO Satellite Observations in the Asia - Pacific Region.

In August 2015, satellite users from Japan and Australian gathered to discuss the
development of new algorithms and applications in the land, ocean and atmosphere areas.

This presentation will discuss the outcomes of that workshop and plans for the future.
